The shepherds were considered second class citizens 
who could not fulfill judicial offices or be admitted into 
court as witnesses. It was a common understanding to 
buy wool, milk, or a kid from a shepherd was forbidden, 
under the assumption that it would be stolen property. 
It is understood that some shepherds earned their 
poor reputation, but others became victims of a cruel 
stereotype.

“For consider your calling, brothers: not many of you 
were wise according to worldly standards, not many were 
powerful, not many were of noble birth. But God chose what 
is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what
