This passage was used by many respected evangelicals
to support chattel slavery.

“Yet, Whitefield was one of the most persistent critics of

the Trustees’ no-slavery policy (1735) in contrast to most
Malcontents who abandoned Georgia, Whitefield and
Habersham never let up on their quest ot see the introduction
of enslaved labor in Georgia (adopted in 1751). If any one
person does indeed deserve blame for the introduction of
slavery in Georgia, it may acutally be George Whitefield.”
