Message: A Staggering (Beginning) and Ending
Text: Matthew 6:9-13

“SPray then like this: 'Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your
name."Your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it
is in heaven. "'Give us this day our daily bread, "?and forgive
us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors. *And
lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For
yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever.
Amen."” Matthew 6:9-13

This is a staggering/astounding statement because the
Lord’s prayer teaches us that God is supreme and He
alone is to be worshiped.

A: In the second petition (which is, Thy kingdom come)
we pray, That Satan’s kingdom may be destroyed; and
that the kingdom of grace may be advanced, ourselves
and others brought into it, and kept in it; and that the
